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A natural number is called abundant if it is smaller than the sum of its proper divisors. It is known that the abundant

numbers have a positive asymptotic density which has been calculated by Deléglise to be 0.247.... We will present results

on the computational complexity of the algorithm used by Deléglise as well as recent improvements to the algorithm which

allow us to discover the next decimal digit.
