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A relation algebra is a boolean algebra with operators corresponding to operations on binary relations. Such an algebra is

said to be representable if it is isomorphic to a collection of actual binary relations. In this talk we will consider whether

a non-representable relation algebra can have a weak representation (an embedding into an algebra of relations that does

not preserve + or −) over a finite set.
