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We will examine the deformation theory of mod p reducible Galois representations. We are able to prescribe local

conditions on our deformations by allowing ramification at a set of primes congruent to 1 mod p but not 1 mod p2 with

certain splitting conditions. Under certain hypotheses, we find irreducible characteristic zero lifts of reducible mod p

representations, which by Skinner-Wiles allows us to prove the modularity of such representations. (Received September
