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I will discuss recent progress on the problem of determining the coarse structure of the k-dimensional isoperimetric

spectrum, for k > 1. This spectrum is the set of expenents s for which the function xs is the k-dimensional Dehn function

of a group. Such functions describe the optimal k-dimensional isoperimetric inequality that holds in any model for the

group.
