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Evenly spread points are known to be useful in approximating functions and approximating integrals of functions. Two
measures of even spread are energy (e.g., the coulomb energy of charged particles) and discrepancy (e.g., the Kolmogorov-
Smirnov statistic involving the empirical distribution function of the points). These two measures are shown to be
