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A database containing information on the distribution of projectile points (arrowheads) for nearly all counties in the

contiguous United States, provinces in Canada, parts of Mexico, and Alaska was analyzed. This data was used to

produce a model for the spread of humans over North America. The model was built using a Logistic-Diffusion process

on clusters of sites, each with a system of neighboring clusters, and captures the qualitative dynamics of the system.

The coefficients of the diffusion matrix are of specific interest as these values produce the possible paths of migration.

Preliminary results are very promising. (Received September 25, 2006)
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
