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In this talk I shall describe a number of topics investigated by Victorian combinatorialists. In particular, I shall mention
the contributions of Kirkman and others on "Steiner triple systems’, so-called Hamiltonian cycles on polyhedra, the work
of Cayley and Sylvester on trees, some early work on partitions, and a brief account of the four-colour problem. (Received
