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Elementary linear codes can form the basis for some two-person, mathematical magic effects. We explore situations where

cards are selected at random by a spectator, and put on display, whereupon you request a minor alteration of the chosen

cards. Your accomplice, who has been trained in advance, now enters the room, surveys the scene, and quickly announces

what was changed.
