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Personal Response Systems (handheld devices) like the ones used on ”Who Wants to Be a Millionaire” are used to collect
data relevant to the students, encourage active participation, and to get immediate student feedback. We will briefly
discuss our experiences using these devices in our elementary statistics and probablity course. (Received September 26,
