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We often seek advice on how to save time, how to balance teaching and research (and family and service), and how to

convince our students to appreciate the discipline of mathematics. This presentation seeks to encourage us to find good

ways to turn such advice on its head. This talk will be full of advice on how to spend time, how to add extraneous

endeavors into our schedules, and how to follow our students and our colleagues into their numerous extra-mathematical

pursuits.
