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We begin with a brief synopsis of where our work originated, the classic Cantor middle-third set, C, and then discuss
Cantoresque sets, quasi-Cantoresque sets, and introduce the quasi-Cantoresque sets that Krizan created, the Krizan Set
K, and the Bubba Set, B. We then build on that and create stochastic quasi-Cantoresque sets and explore aspects of and
prove some nice results on stochastic quasi-Cantoresque sets.

We conclude with some conjectures and discuss where our research is leading. We note that there are evidently more

questions raised by the research than questions answered by the results. (Received September 14, 2009)
