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Physical experiments that illustrate mathematical concepts can be remarkably effective pedagogical tools. They provide

an opportunity to connect equations, numerics, and the physical world in a powerful way. In this talk we share several

experiments used throughout the undergraduate curriculum at Harvey Mudd College in courses such as differential

equations (ODE and PDE), dynamical systems, and numerical analysis.
