Thisisthelatest in aseries of surveysbegun in 1965
and appearing every fiveyears, all sponsored by the
Conference Board of the Mathematical Sciences.

The data are organized into a series of tables, each
accompanied by illustrativefiguresand abrief text.
Whenever possible, data from the previous surveys
are included with the present datato give aunique
retrospective on the three disciplines. This report
containsdetailedinformationnotfoundinany other
survey and ispresented in an easy-to-understand for-
mat. The overall results and general trends are con-
tained inasummary chapter, with succeeding chap-
tersamplifyingthesummary data.

This report is amost useful primer to both the ca-
sua reader and to those charting future directions
in these three disciplines.
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
